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1. Tumblebooks & Tumblebooks Jr: online stories that your student may read or listen to. Passwords are on Rolesville Elementary’s webpage.

2. Barnes & Noble sponsors a reading log challenge. When your student logs in the books they’ve read and returns it to the store, they are eligible to receive a free book! Check out Barnes & Noble website for details/log sheet.

3. Storyline Online: a free website where students can hear their favorite books read to them by celebrities.

4. Wake County Public Libraries sponsor a summer reading program. Locations vary, and there are usually events & guests at each session. Check http://www.wakegov.com/libraries/Pages/default.aspx for details. (There are also activities for teens & adults!)
